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It is that time of year again…the time in which many 
people decide to improve their lives through resolutions 
or goals. Some individuals will go on a diet and exercise 
plan. Others will strive to become more fiscally responsi-
ble. My goal is to foster positive communication in my 
personal life and in the life of this church. I invite you to 
consider making this a goal as well. 
 

A number of years ago I recommended that the United 
Church of Christ, Midland adopt a reflection and review 
process called, Completing the Circle. This process, 
which was developed by the Reverend David McMahill, 
uses small group discussion and feedback sessions to 
review the ministries of the church. Through the feed-
back that is gathered, the church is able to assess what 
it is doing well, and what areas may need improvement.  
 

Although are church is not currently using Completing 
the Circle, the wisdom of this process can be helpful to 
all of us as we endeavor to foster healthy communica-
tion within our church, our families, our schools, our 
places of business, and any other setting where we 
communicate with others. Here are some highlights 
from David McMahill’s book: 
 

· In a culture of healthy communication, people are 
encouraged to tell their own stories and to let 
other people tell theirs. This is especially impor-
tant in reporting dissatisfaction or unhappiness. 

· In a culture of healthy communication, people are 
encouraged to avoid “awfulization.” That is, peo-
ple do their best to speak the truth without exag-
gerating negative experiences to suit their own 
needs. 
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· In a culture of healthy communication, people are 
encouraged to say that they need to say to those 
who need to hear it. 

· In a culture of healthy communication, people   
believe that listening carefully is as important, 
sometimes more important, than speaking articu-
lately. 

· In a culture of healthy communication, when 
something prompts anger, people will use their 
anger as an opportunity for seeking a solution 
rather than for hurting or destroying the other. 

· In a culture of healthy communication, people 
avoid blaming or shaming others. Little that is use-
ful or good can be accomplished through either of 
these practices. (Completing the Circle, The Alban Insti-
tute, 2003, David McMahill) 

 

As a pastor I am aware of how important effective com-
munication is to the well-being of the church. Not only is 
it important to follow the guidelines for healthy communi-
cation, it is crucial that questions and concerns be taken 
to the appropriate place. There are some issues that 
need to be discussed between individuals. Other issues 
should be taken to a board or committee. If you are ever 
unsure where a topic should be discussed, please con-
tact me. Together we can determine a plan of action. 
 

One of the many things I love about this church is that 
there is no expectation that we all think the same way. 
While this is a positive attribute, it also means we must 
work really hard to listen to one another, and communi-
cate in ways that affirm and encourage.  
 

May we begin this New Year committed to healthy com-
munication.

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“When I came to the Saginaw Valley it was more of a     
culture shock than when I went to England,” says Kay 
Harley. She has been in the region for more than 40 years 
now, obviously adapting well to the Midwest. She then goes 
on to explain what drew her to the area. 
 
In 1969 Kay completed a master’s degree and was search-
ing for employment. The brand new Saginaw Valley          
College (SVC) was seeking instructors. She interviewed in 
New York over Christmas vacation and was hired, becom-
ing a member of the young and enthusiastic inaugural    
faculty (along with Eric Petersen) of a college where inter-
disciplinary programs and policies were just being           
designed. This explains her move to our area but we still 
need an explanation about her going to England. 
 
Kay was two years old when the family left Washington, 
D.C. where she was born and relocated to London,       
England. Her father was with the United States Treasury 
dealing with post-war reconstruction of Europe. Kay was 
young enough that she picked up an accent. She began 
her formal schooling in England, returning to enter 5th grade 
in Bethesda, Maryland. There she outpaced her classmates 
in every subject except handwriting where she didn’t meet 
the standard. Somehow she has gotten through life with 
less than perfect cursive penmanship. 
 
Kay’s “tween” and teen years were spent in the U.S. In high 
school she was on the field hockey, basketball and volley-
ball teams. She also became involved with a Mariner Scout 
Group where she learned to sail and canoe and partici-

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pated in skiing and camping activities. These experi-
ences created her passion for sailing and she has 
been involved with boats ever since, including cruis-
ing in the Mediterranean for a year as well as much 
time on Saginaw Bay and Crystal Lake.  She even 
iceboats in winter. 
 
For higher education, Kay chose the College of 
Wooster in Ohio where she would receive a Bache-
lor’s degree in English. There were strong family ties 
to the college because her father, uncle and older 
brother had attended the school. Initially, Kay was 
determined not to enroll at Wooster because she did-
n’t want to follow her brother, but once she visited the 
campus she knew it was the best fit for her. She says 
she thoroughly enjoyed college classes as well as 
meeting new friends and taking part in sports. The 
highlight was her junior year when she participated in 
a study abroad program at the University of Edin-
burgh in Scotland. Having lived in Great Britain as a 
child, the transition went smoothly. She enjoyed 
meeting international students and took the opportu-
nity to travel on the continent. She returned to the 
U.S. to complete her senior year of college and    
boomeranged back to Europe for graduate work, 
again at the University of Edinburgh where she      
enrolled in a specialized program, “The English 
Novel: 1840-1880.” Upon receiving her M. Lit. degree 
the question arose as to where to reside and begin 
her career: United States or Great Britain? She had 
lived about half her life in each place. She came back 
to the U.S. for Christmas and found the aforemen-
tioned opportunity at Saginaw Valley. That challenge 
became the determining factor. Later, Kay completed 
a Doctor of Arts degree at the University of Michigan. 
 
Every year and every class Kay taught had its own 
personality. She retired from Saginaw Valley State 
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University (previous SVC) in 2008 with 39 years of 
memories. She recalls the very first class she taught 
met at night. She was expecting the class to be filled 
with fresh-faced 18 or 19 year olds; however, many of 
the students were older than her parents with Polish last 
names that she had trouble pronouncing! An early stu-
dent’s name she could easily say was Barbara 
McGregor – yes, that’s UCCs own Barbara McGregor. 
Early on, Kay started a women’s sports program. This 
occurred prior to Title IX that mandated females have 
equal opportunity with males to participate in sports. 
Kay initiated basketball and volleyball at SVC. It was 
somewhat informal at startup with competition against 
other small college teams. Later, Kay led a student    
exchange program with Poulton-le-Fylde College of 
Education in England and Barb was part of the first    
exchange.  She also started and directed the Saginaw 
Valley National Writing Project for five years. 
 
Ties remain to England as Kay’s older brother is       
currently teaching at Oxford University and Kay’s son 
Keith spent his junior year abroad at the University of 
York. Ironically, of the three siblings, Kay’s younger 
brother who was born in England seems to have the 
least connection to that country. 
 
As a young single professional woman, Kay met other 
professionals. A friend from Australia arranged an infor-
mal squash league at the Midland Community Center 
that Kay joined. Also a member of the league was 
Charles Fahlgren, a divorced father of four. The two 
struck up a friendship that led to deeper feelings and 
eventually marriage. Charlie was a chemical engineer 
working for The Dow Chemical Company. He was born 
in Big Timber, Montana, youngest of seven children. His  
father was a homesteader who died in an accident 
when Charlie was a mere two-year-old. Consequently 
Charlie lived with his older siblings who cared for him. 
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This necessitated moving around a lot (Montana, Califor-
nia, Washington) as he bounced from one relative to    
another. He returned to Montana State University for     
college and then came to Midland. His children and Kay’s 
stepchildren now live in diverse locations: Colorado, Cali-
fornia, Brighton and Ann Arbor, Michigan. 
 
Kay and Charlie have two sons: Keith and Bruce. Keith 
was born in 1981 and grew up attending United Church of 
Christ, Midland (UCC). Kay credits Molly Thompson,    
former UCC member, and Ellen White, UCC’s retired 
Choir Director, with stimulating and nurturing Keith’s inter-
est in music. Molly taught him piano and led the UCC 
Children’s Choir and Ellen encouraged his singing. At 
Midland High School, Keith played bassoon in the orches-
tra and was a member of Meistersingers, an elite choral 
group. Ellen was his accompanist when he entered    
competitions. As a teen, Keith was one of the younger 
members of the church choir. From high school Keith   
followed family tradition and matriculated at College of 
Wooster. He graduated with a degree in History and 
moved to Ann Arbor to join the workforce. When his     
girlfriend Elizabeth graduated from U of M in 2004, the 
couple married and moved to Boston where Keith worked 
in digital publishing and Elizabeth was a nurse. They 
stayed in Bean Town for two years then relocated to San 
Francisco where they currently reside. Keith continues 
working as a digital publishing technology consultant and 
Elizabeth is an operating room nurse/administrator. They 
have two extraordinarily bright and attractive sons, Jack 
who was born in 2008 and Wesley born in 2010. The  
family appears to like living in the area and will most likely 
remain there. They return to Midland for a visit twice a 
year and Kay goes to the west coast a minimum of two 
times a year so she can be a part of the grandsons’ lives. 
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Bruce was born in 1984 with major medical issues. During 
his first year of life, he had multiple surgeries at the Uni-
versity of Michigan. He’s been involved in Special Educa-
tion since age three and at  26 he received a     Certificate 
of Completion from Midland Public Schools. Currently 
Bruce is living in his own place with Community Sup-
ported Living staff to assist him. Although he is gaining 
independence, he still spends a lot of time with his family. 
Bruce volunteers at the Wolf Den Café on the Northwood 
University campus and is now working with assistance at 
Riverside two mornings per week setting up the gift shop. 
He has been involved in Special Olympics. Swimming, 
snowshoeing and biking are his favorite physical activi-
ties. One may have seen Bruce’s recumbent trike at 
church during the summer months because he likes to 
ride it to the Sunday service. He also rides on the Rail 
Trail, sometimes as far as six miles. Bruce loves the     
entire family and gets very excited when he sees his 
brother and the babies. Kay and Charlie are very pleased 
that the congregation have embraced Bruce and include 
him in church activities. Memorable events for Bruce    
include the times he spent at the Bow’s Lake Retreat with 
youth group and the congregation. His parents say that 
members of UCC have provided Bruce’s best support 
system and many of his best friends. Among those are 
Nancy Wells who was his confirmation sponsor, Margaret 
Clark who is a friend to all and Roger Pancost who has 
lunch with Bruce about once a month. Former Pastor Sue 
Weir and Bruce formed a great friendship. They spent 
time together at her home as well as at church. 
 
In 1976 Kay’s parents bought property in Beulah on  
Crystal Lake where they spent about five months per year 
and joined the United Church of Christ in Benzonia. Kay 
and Charlie were married there in 1978. Later, Kay’s   
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parents moved from Maryland to Benzonia to be 
closer to the family. Kay and Charlie now own the   
cottage on Crystal Lake, a place that Bruce especially 
loves to visit. 
 

Charlie and Kay joined UCC, Midland, on January 15, 
1989. Kay’s grandfather was a Presbyterian minister 
and her parents were members of the Bethesda Pres-
byterian Church so religion has been an important part 
of her life. Kay had heard of UCC, Midland through 
Hal Peterson, UCC’s former director of music and her 
colleague at SVC. Son Keith actually led them to 
membership in our church through his music involve-
ment. Kay has been on the Board of Christian Educa-
tion (two or three times), co-taught the Sunday School 
class for middle school students for two years, served 
on the Pastoral Relations Committee (PRC) which she 
chaired for about four years, and is now on the Nomi-
nating Committee. She participates in Spring and Fall 
work days and enjoys attending Book Club when the 
meetings fit into her schedule. 
 

The Harley-Fahlgren family is delighted to see UCC 
appealing to and supporting young families. They say 
the church is full of vitality and hope the issues of    
social justice continue to be fostered and addressed.
